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THIRD SUNDAY OF
EASTER

The Emmaus story is another
beautiful Resurrection account. Like the other
Resurrection stories, we have the same gradual
realization that Jesus has indeed risen from the dead!

What makes this story unique are two things: the
journey, and the action of the breaking of the bread. As
the narrative begins, the two disciples are walking on the
road away from Jerusalem and toward the small town of
Emmaus. They are confused – not too sure what to
believe – trying to reconcile the cold, hard facts of Jesus’
crucifixion and the rumors they are hearing about Jesus
being alive. But then Jesus himself comes into the
picture and walks with them. The disciples know
“something’s up” when they hear Jesus so eloquently
interpret the Scriptures for them, but they’re still not too
sure who this person is.

Then comes the meal, and the breaking of the bread. It is
that action which makes everything come together for
them. This, indeed, was Jesus. He has risen from the
dead. And so now these two disciples turn around and
head back to Jerusalem in order to share the good news
of their encounter with the risen Christ.

In our own lives we can be on a path that seems fraught
with confusion and doubt-trying to escape, in a sense,
rather than face “the issues.” Jesus wants to walk with us
on this path, right next to us and help us put things in
perspective. Maybe you have already had an encounter
like this: a real sense that Jesus is with you during a time
of suffering. Perhaps you didn’t realize it at first, but at a
certain moment we all of a sudden realize that Jesus has
been there with you all the time.  What a comforting
realization this can be!

The breaking of the bread is important for us because in
that action we recall that Jesus himself was broken for us
on the cross. That moment brings us healing: and so it is
important to say the words.

Lamb of God you take away the sins of the
world, have mercy on us.
Lamb of God you take away the sins of the
world, grant us peace.

It is Jesus’ mercy and peace that gives us the courage to
turn ourselves around and “go back” so that we can face
our challenges knowing Jesus is with us every step of the
way
