FIFTH SUNDAY OF
EASTER

In the Gospel today, Jesus talks about knowing “the
way.” We all want to know “the way.” We want the
ready-made solution or answer.. There are so many
books that present the 7 ways to “this”; or the 8
ways to “that” neatly packaged solutions — things
we can do to find “the answer.” (or at least what w
think is the answer.)

What we end up finding, | think, is that although
cleverly worded lists may be of some assistance,
rarely do they provide us with all that we need.
Jesus says to us: | am the way and the truth and th
life - emphasis on the first person singular pronou
“I". This section of John’s gospel is part of Jésus
farewell discourse. Notice that the first thing he
says to the disciples is not to be afraid. Then he
reminds them that he has reserved a place for them
in his Father’s dwelling, and as far as knowing how
to get there, we see that it is not so much a matte
pulling out a map, or finding some cleverly worded
list of do’s and don’ts. Jesus is the way. Living

him and following his example — trusting in him,
this is the way to eternal happiness.

In our first reading we hear of the call of thesfir
deacons. This ministry is rooted in service for the
good of the faith community. All of us, by serving
the Lord in whatever way he calls us to serve are
acknowledging that Jesus is the way. Our journey
needs to be rooted in Christ. Where we’re going
doesn’t necessarily matter provided that we’re not
doing the leading — we need to follow and let Him
show us the way.
