Our programs include:
Catechesis of the Good Shepherd: This is our pre-
school program for children ages 3-5. It is based on
Scripture and the Liturgy with special ‘hands-on’
materials. This program meets on Tuesday evenings and
Sunday mornings. (Please register for one time slot only.
The classes are not interchangeable.) Registration fee:
$35.
PREP Classes Grades 1-6: This program is for children
attending non-catholic schools. The classes are held on
Tuesday evenings. Registration fee: $100. for one child,
$155 for two children, $190 for three children, $35 for
each child thereafter.
PREP Classes Grades 7-8: This program intended for
children attending non-catholic schools the classes are
held on Sunday mornings. Your child must be registered
and attend theses classes if he/she wishes to participate
in our parish CYO program.

SIXTH SUNDAY OF EASTER
In the Acts of the Apostles we
hear of Philip who goes down to
Samaria and really wows the
crowd: “with one accord, the crowds paid attention
to what was said by Philip when they heard it and
saw the signs he was doing”

Philip was on fire for Christ, and there was no one
who seemed to question his sincerity or his passion.
This past weekend we experienced Benedict XVI’s
first visit to the U.S.A. as Pope. He came in
humility and in hope – willing to address the
difficult issue of the sex abuse scandal that has been
pulling at the very fiber of the Church these past six
years, and yet speaking with great conviction about
the hope that Christ’s message offers us. What a cry
of joy when the Holy Father appeared at National
Stadium and Yankee Stadium! Sounds like what
was just described for us in the Acts of the
Apostles: doesn’t it:  “with one accord the crowds
paid attention.”

There’s something to be said for being on fire for
Christ: to be so convinced, that His way is the best
way to achieve Salvation that this confidence
exudes from our very being. And so, we have to ask
ourselves the question: are we convinced that Jesus’
way is the best way? Or is Jesus’ way something we
look into only after we’ve exhausted all other ways.
St. Peter in his first letter writes: “Always be ready
to give an explanation to anyone who asks you for
your reason for your hope.”  But we can only do
this if we are first convinced ourselves that Jesus is
the reason for our hope. And if we are convinced,
then we should do all in our power each day to do
what Jesus wants. In John’s Gospel it’s said very
clearly: “If you love me you will keep my
commandments.” Why would we want to do
anything else!

So, do we really believe? Do we take it all
seriously, or are we just picking and choosing what
we will believe in? Could we ever have an effect on
others like St. Philip or Benedict XVI? If we really
believe, the answer is “yes.” God will use us to
touch the lives of others in the ordinary situations of
our lives.
