THE SOLEMNITY OF THE
ASSUMPTION OF THE BLESSED

VIRGIN MARY
On Friday of this week the Church
celebrates the solemnity of the
Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary.
On this day we commemorate the bodily
entry of Mary into heaven. This belief was declared as
dogma of the Church by Pope Pius XII in 1950.

Mary, as the first disciple of the Lord, the one who’s
great yes opened the doors of salvation to the world, has
always been held as a model of the Church. As a model
of discipleship and faith, her surrender to God’s will
gives us a pattern for our own lives of faith. As a model
of the church, her life gives us hope in the future
promise of glory given to us at our Baptism.

The preface to the Eucharistic Prayer for today’s Mass
reminds us that Mary was “taken up into heaven to be
the beginning and the pattern of the church in its
perfection.” In other words, Mary’s assumption is our
destiny as faithful followers of her Son! As disciples of
Christ and as members of his Body the Church, we have
a place at the heavenly banquet at the end of time when
Christ returns to establish completely the kingdom of
God. This is what is meant by saying that Mary is the
image of the perfected Church – all the faithful, gathered
from every time, nation, language, and way of life,
forever gathered around the table of the lamb, singing
that hymn of endless life and praise!

August 16-17, 2008
Every year, hundreds of missionary dioceses and
religious organizations throughout the world request the
opportunity to promote their mission work and present
their needs to people of the Archdiocese of Philadelphia.
The mission group which has been assigned to our
parish is the DIOCESE OF DINDIGUL in South India.
Bishop Most Rev.Antony Pappusamy will be doing the
Appeal in our parish on August 16/17, 2008.
 The Dindigul District is considered economically and
socially most backward in whole of south India
according to the 2001 Census of India.
There are 63 Diocesan Priest and 59 Religious Priest
involved in building up the faith of the people. This
brand new Diocese of Dindigul in spite of challenges is
now focusing on two issues 1)- continuing the work of
evangelization and strengthen the faith of the Christians.
2)- offering opportunities and facilities toward basic
education, awareness and formation and rehabilitation to
the poverty stricken and orphan children in the Diocese,
who very often experience the impact of natural disasters
and epidemics. There is an urgency on the part of the
Diocese to take necessary measures to cater to the needs
of these very poor and destitute children and the elderly.
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18TH SUNDAY IN
ORDINARY TIME

Today we have two divine
appearances described for us in
our readings. In the first reading God is found by
Elijah in the quiet whisper. In the Gospel Jesus
appears in the midst of a storm at sea. These two
contrasting scenes show us that God comes to us in
both those quiet isolated, almost retreat-like
moments, and when it seems as if our world is
being turned upside-down.  Elijah was expecting
God in the obvious and dramatic. In Matthew, Jesus
appears walking on the water while the boat the
disciples are in is being tossed about by the waves.

Peter’s response to the situation described in the
gospel can help us understand what can happen in
our own faith experiences. At first seeing Jesus the
disciples think they are seeing a ghost. But Jesus
reassures them and tells them not to be afraid. Peter
is the one who is willing to come toward Jesus and
begins walking on the water. Then half-way he
begins to realize what he is doing. He becomes
filled with fear and begins to sink. “Save me, Lord”,
he says, and Jesus grasps him by the hand.

In our own lives we can experience the “storm” or
chaos for some challenge or suffering. Our “world”
can seem buffeted by the waves of sin. And Jesus
can appear before us and ask us to go to him, to
trust him, even to the point of walking on the water
to get to him. Along the way we may also
experience doubts as Peter did, and we may start to
falter because we think the storm around us is too
much, too overwhelming. But then Jesus grasps our
arm and pulls us up – rescues us from the storm.

In whatever way we experience the Lord, in the
quiet whisper, or in the midst of a storm, we can be
confident that Jesus will always be there for us
pulling us up when we feel that we are sinking. So,
don’t let your fears consume you. Believe Christ
when he asks us NOT to be afraid, and have the
courage and confidence to follow Jesus where it is
that He may lead us.

Catechesis of the Good Shepherd: This is our Pre-
School program for children ages 3-5. It is based on
Scripture and the Liturgy with special ‘hands-on’
materials. This program meets on Tuesday afternoons
and Tuesday evenings. (Please register for one time slot
only. The classes are not interchangeable.) Registration
Fee: $50.
PREP Classes Grades 1-6: This program is for children
attending non-Catholic schools.

Registration fee: $100 for one child,
$155 for two children, $190 for three children, 435 for
each child thereafter.
