In  Matthew's  Gospel
today, Jesus is getting the pulse of how peopleepar
him. And so there is that first question askedtha
disciples: “Who do people say the Son of Man is?”
They tell him what people are saying; that somektlhie
is Elijah, others Jeremiah, or even John the BiaRist
the tone of the conversation changes when Jesaslask
second and more important question: “But who do yo
say that | am?” Reading between the lines we can
almost sense that a little tension fills the as,ifathe
disciples are caught off guard a bit. It's oneghio talk
about what others are saying or thinking, it's &eotto
say to the very person the question is about wbat y
personally think.

It seems that the only one willing to speak up is
Peter who says: “You are the Christ, the Son ef th
living God.” He’s willing to say what he reallyitiks
and has come to know deep in his heart. Now Pster i
ready for the special work that Jesus has choseivéo
him. He is to be the rock on which Jesus’ church lve
built. Although Peter still has much to learn, ukes
knows that the seed of faith is deeply planted i; h
heart.

Reflecting on this Gospel passage leads us to
realize that Jesus is asking us the same questia af
Peter. Who do | think that Jesus is? - not whherst
think, but what | think. Does Jesus really matteme
personally in my life or is he some theoretical capt
“on paper”. Unless we allow Jesus to penetrate our
hearts, we will never be able to respond fully tioatvit
is that the Lord asks of us each day. We wanktalie
to say what Peter said: “You are the Christ, tba &f
the living God” and to know that this comes fromr ou
hearts, and not necessarily because someone ese ha
said it. We say it because we know from our own
personal experience of what Christ has already done
us that He is indeed the Saviour.
