ORDINARY TIME

Our readings this week offer us
great comfort. We are
encouraged to live lives filled with hope and trust.

In Mathew’s Gospel Jesus’ disciples are confronted
with a situation where they think things are out of
control: there is a huge crowd, that needs to be fed
and they don’t have enough food. The disciples
recommend that Jesus simply dismiss the crowd,
but Jesus sees an opportunity here, for some thing
greater. Jesus takes what seems an impossible
situation to the disciples and turns it into one that is
life-giving. What on the surface was not enough is
turned into more than ever thought possible.

The pattern seen in this gospel account is helpful for
us on our own faith journey. There are times in our
life where we think we don’t “have enough,” or
don’t have the ability to handle what we are
confronted with. The truth is that if we rely on our
own abilities, we probably won’t be able to handle
it. But, if we allow Jesus to take care of things, he
will, in his way and in his time. Jesus will take our
impossible situations and turn them into something
life-giving. He will give us more than we need to
see us through. And the way that Jesus touches our
life most profoundly is in the Eucharist where He
gives us himself so completely!

St. Paul writes that nothing can separate us from the
love of Christ. Confident in these words, and in this
promise, we face our “impossible” situations, with
hope and realize that when we don’t think we have
enough, we turn to Jesus who gives us more than
we ever imagined possible.
