FAST AND ABSTINENCE AND OTHER
 ACTS OF PENANCE FOR LENT

The Bishops of the United States prescribe, as minimal
obligation, that all persons who are fourteen years of age
and older are bound to abstain from eating meat on Ash
Wednesday and on all the Fridays of Lent. Further, all
persons eighteen years of age and older, up to and
including their fifty-ninth birthday, are bound to fast by
limiting themselves to a single full meal on Ash
Wednesday and on Good Friday, while the other two
meals on those days are to be light.
All the faithful are encouraged to participate in Mass and
to receive the Most Holy Eucharist daily, to celebrate
frequently the Sacrament of Penance, to undertake
spiritual reading, especially the study of the Sacred
Scriptures, and to participate in parish Lenten devotions
as well as Lenten education programs.

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FOURTH SUNDAY IN
ORDINARY TIME

Today we focus on the
Beatitudes. We can see how
Jesus, in His sermon on the

Mount takes the Mosaic law,( the Ten Commandments), and
gives them a new Testament perspective. The one is not meant
to cancel out the other, but to build upon it. But this New
Testament perspective is very different in style, tone and focus
from the Mosaic Law. The Beatitudes are not presented as a
list of things NOT to do; rather, they are offered as statements
of hope. At first glance, they may seem almost contradictory,
but I think it is in these “seeming contradictions” that the
message of hope can be found.

Pope Benedict’s book Jesus of Nazareth offers a beautiful
explanation of the Beatitudes. The Holy Father writes:
      The Beatitudes, spoken with the community of
       Jesus’ disciples in view, are paradoxes (a seeming
      contradiction) – the standards of the world are
      turned upside down as soon as things are seen in the
      right perspective, which is to say, in terms of God’s
      values, so different from those of the world. It is
      precisely those who are poor in worldly terms, those
      thought of as lost souls, who are the truly fortunate
      ones, the blessed, who have every reason to rejoice
      and exult in the midst of their sufferings. The
      Beatitudes are promises resplendent with the new
      image of the world and of man inaugurated by Jesus,
      his “transformation of values.”

With each statement of the Beatitudes Jesus seems to touch on
the various aspects and challenges of our life. Jesus tells us
that our sufferings are not in vain – rather they are
opportunities to celebrate our need for, and dependence on
Jesus, who died on the cross and rose again from the dead.
Perhaps we would see someone who is “blest” as one who is
rich, one who is never forced to grieve over loosing your
loved ones, one who is loved by everyone and has no enemies,
etc. But Jesus doesn’t say this, does he? Blessed are the poor
in spirit, blessed are they who mourn, blessed are the meek,
etc, hence the paradox, the seeming contradiction. See how
Jesus turns the standards of the world upside down! Yet, in
our suffering isn’t it comforting to know that Jesus
understands our situation, our weakness, our sufferings? So, in
the challenges of life, don’t think you have been condemned
or abandoned. It is in the face of the very challenges of our life
that we are given hope. With each phrase of the Beatitudes it’s
as if Jesus is putting his hand on our shoulder and saying very
quietly and calmly:  “everything will be ok, don’t be afraid;
look at what I have done for you so that you might have life.”
And we all know that Jesus keeps his promises! Never give up
Hope, and have confidence in Jesus’ abiding presence.
