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THE FIRST SUNDAY
 OF LENT

As we begin the season of
Lent, we are brought into
the desert where Jesus has
been fasting for 40 days

and 40 nights. We hear that Jesus is hungry (and
probably tired, too). Enter Satan and the temptations
begin!

Here is Jesus on a major fast, and Satan says to him:
You are God, You can have all the food you want. Why
don’t You turn this rock into bread? And Jesus, not
flattered by the praise, says that his Father’s Word is
food enough for him. Then Satan tries another approach:
If you worship me. I can arrange it so that you rule
everything in sight. You wouldn’t mind worshipping me,
right? You would be doing what is best for you! And
Jesus says: I worship God, I pledge myself to Him, not
to you. And finally, Satan’s favorite (the trump card, so
to speak) pride: jump off this temple roof and prove your
identity to everyone. Scriptures say that angels will rush
down from heaven to catch you. Show us who you really
are! Jesus responds: I choose to let God’s love, not pride,
be my life. Three temptations, and three humble
responses. And in each response, Jesus looks to His
Father- and away from the delusions of the Evil One.
But notice what Satan tried to do. He attempted to get
Jesus to focus in on himself, and let him think that what
was being offered were things deserved, things needed.
Yet Jesus’ vision was clear: his identity was with his
Father. Doing what his Father wanted was where true
happiness would be found, not in possessions, honor and
pride.

You might say to yourself, well, that’s Jesus, of course.
He would know how to respond to temptations, but I
don’t have the same will-power that Jesus does! And yet
temptations come to us in a very similar way. The Evil
Spirit says to us: Look away from God, He’s kind of old-
fashioned and out of touch anyway. Focus on yourself,
and what’s good for you. You have to take care of
yourself, no one else will. What’s wrong with a few
moments of happiness or pleasure anyway!
Temptations come in many forms: some obvious, others
not so obvious. I sometimes think the subtler ones are
more dangerous.

Lent is a wonderful time for us to put our values in
order, and see where we’ve been and where we’re
headed. It’s a time to allow Jesus to pull us out of
ourselves and find our identity, not in “me” but “Him”,

It’s not about what’s mine or what I deserve, it’s about
focusing on Christ and getting rid of all the things in our
life that have nothing to do with God. Sometime’s these
“things” that we want to hold on to, can seem harmless
on the surface, yet because of our make-up, they may be
for us temptations, or ways that Satan can pull us away
from Jesus with promises that amount to nothing . Adam
and Eve thought that being independent of God would
be the ultimate freedom and the perfect happiness, and
thus sin entered the world; that sense that I don’t need
God: the lie of self-sufficiency.

So what are we to do? Well, during this season of Lent
we can avail ourselves of the Sacrament of
Reconciliation: true confession is always the greatest
gift. As one theologian puts it: “If we just acknowledge
the simple truth of our limits and our sins before God
and Christ’s people, we reverse the offense of Eden and
enter the gift of Calvary – we reverse the lie of Eden as
we embrace the truth of Gethsemane.” In the garden of
Gethsemane Jesus said to His Father: not what I want,
but what you want. If we can say that prayer and mean
it, there lies our strength to say “No” to Satan-  to know
where our true happiness lies – not in empty promises
but in the new life of Christ.
