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THE SECOND SUNDAY
OF LENT

In Matthew’s Gospel we
hear of Jesus’ transfiguration
where, on a high mountain,
he reveals himself to Peter,
James and John in all his glory. At first the appree
fills the disciples with joy, and they want to had to
the moment. Peter says: “Lord, it is good that vee a
here. If you wish, I will make three tents hereg dor
you, one for Moses, and one for Elijah.” But theis ias
if the scene becomes too much for them, and theyew
very much afraid.” In an instant a more intimatsuie is
there saying very gently, “do not be afraid.” inost
as if Jesus is making two types of appearancékisn
high mountain.

I think it is important to focus on the contrastvieen
Jesus with his face shining like the sun, and Jeasis
gently laying his hand on the disciples saying fidb be
afraid”. We see the ways that Jesus can appeaito u
our own life. Sometimes Jesus appears to us, perap
as dramatically as described in Matthew's Gosp4ljrp

a powerful way none the less. And in these sitnative
know that Jesus is clearly intervening in our livEis
profound sense of God can be overwhelming, and we
might feel that it's too much for us to listen that is
being asked of us. And so, when we become afraid, o
unsure of ourselves, we reach out to experiencédbes
who gently touches us and says not to be afraidrel'h
are times in our life when the “lightning, wind and
thunder” are good for us to shake us out of our
complacency. Other times we need to be treated more
gently. Which ever way we encounter Jesus, he wants
to trust in him, and to listen to him.

Notice that Jesus didn’t show himself to his dikspn
this glorious state until he had first explaineditem
about the cross. As our Preface of the Second Swfda
Lent states:

On your holy mountain he revealed himself

in glory in the presence of his disciples. He

had already prepared them for his approaching

death. He wanted to teach them through the Law

and the Prophets that the promised Christ had
first to suffer and so come to the glory of his
resurrection.

Sometimes the cross can frighten us, but if we witly
the Lord, he will lead us to the joy of ResurrectiBy
dramatically bursting into our lives at certain ¢isn and
quietly reassuring us at other times, he stirshaarts so

that we long for him. St. Ignatius, in his Spigtu
Exercises, describes what happens at those profound
moments when Jesus enters our life. He says it is
an occasion when our Lord moves and attracts
the will in such a way that a devout person
without doubting or being able to doubt, carries
out what was proposed. This is what St. Paul
and St. Matthew did when they followed Christ
our Lord.
Spiritual Exercises: #175

Whichever way the Lord comes to us, whether in a
trumpet blast or gentle whisper, he is asking usltow
him — to take up our cross, not with fear, but in
confidence, and live a life dedicated to him.
