Third Sunday of Lent
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THE THIRD SUNDAY
OF LENT
Jesus’ encounter with the
Samaritan woman paints a
very vivid picture of a
person on a journey of faith,

and shows us how someone with an open heart caa com

to understand who Jesus really is for them and Wwhat
offers.

It all begins with the basic need for water: “Irgti”
Jesus was tired from his journey, and sits dowm aea
well. The Samaritan woman also comes to the wedl; s
needs water, too. Jesus asks for a drink, and dneaw
is shocked that a Jew would ask a Samaritan fagrwat
But that was the beginning of the change that @citur
this woman'’s life. Jesus reaches out to her, bthen
end, it's not what the woman will give Jesus, baatv
Jesus will offer to her: Living water. The woman is
curious as to where this water can be found; aad th
woman at this point sees having it as somethingwiia
make her life more convenient: “Sir, give me thistev,
so that | may not be thirsty or have to keep conhiege
to draw water.”

Then Jesus lets her know that he knows all abautne
her past. Jesus reveals this in a way that is not
threatening, but comforting — He knows her sins but
does not condemn her! And now the Samaritan woman
knows that there is something deeper going on there
just satisfying a physical thirst for water or find a

well that seems to never run dry. The woman betgins
see that the living water Jesus offers has to do Jasus
himself and not some source located elsewhere. The
woman begins to think of her life differently thaine did
before. She knows that somehow she has been healed
and freed from the burdens of her past. Notice\ilnn
she leaves this encounter with Jesus in ordetlto te
others what she has experienced, she leaves her wat
jug at the well. It's almost as if she doesn’t néed
anymore, that her spiritual thirst —her thirst feeaning

in her life has now been fulfilled which far surpas any
physical needs that she might have had.

All of us thirst on many levels. We can satisfy thirsts
— our needs in good ways, and in bad ways. Some go
through their life never quenching their thirst for
meaning or purpose. During this season of Lentslesu
appears on the scene of our life — in a very orglina
circumstance, and asks if he may enter our hegrts.

of us. Maybe he is asking us to go to church, kectie

Sacrament of Reconciliation, spend time in pralyera
healer in a difficult situation, etc.

But the final result will always be what it is thEsus
will be able to offer us in return for our limitedfort to
please him. He will offer us his very self, the szuof
living water and eternal life. We too can be like t
Samaritan woman, leaving our encounter with Jesus
filled with hope, looking at life differently thame ever
have before — and perhaps, no longer needing the
“things” that we previously held on to, knowing now
that our salvation doesn't lie in what we can campe
with, but in letting Jesus enter our hearts andcais:
“Give me a drink” When we say “yes, Lord” he wilvg
us, in return, living water.
