These figures, in many cases, are family
heirlooms, evoking days gone by — the innocence and
simplicity of our childhood. We position them ireth
traditional spots, and gaze upon the tableau withrse
of wonder and calm

The Epiphany is the day when the Father’s eteriaal p
of salvation is revealed. The Preface Acclamatayss
this:
“...today you revealed in Christ your

eternal plan of salvation and showed

Him as the light of all peoples.

Now that His glory has shone among us

You have renewed humanity in

His immortal image.”

God’s plan of salvation revealed! What does thisume
for us? We, too, are asked to follow the star tergh
Jesus is. Our lives can sometimes be filled wittkralzss
and we are not sure where we should go. It is like
entering a room at night. What'’s the first thing e
We reach for the light. We're uncomfortable if wavk
to feel our way in the dark. There is a certairssenf
insecurity, a fear of being vulnerable. The ligihteals
what is before us, and our fears are dispelled.

Our lives can be like this simple analogy. We can b
walking in the dark, perhaps not physically, but
emotionally, and spiritually. Unsure of what is tuef us,
afraid that we are going to trip and fall; insecanel
filled with fear. Yet Jesus wants to be the ligrdtttakes
away our fears: the light that begins to show eswhy.
But for us to be able to see this light we have to
acknowledge who Jesus is — what he can be forws if
allow him. Herod had a chance to acknowledge the
Light, but he chose to remain in darkness inst€hd.
three kings realized who Jesus was, and the star wa
their guide to where Jesus lay in the manger.

That “star of wonder” that we sing of this timeyafar,
still burns brightly for us, if we choose to ackrledge
it. God’s continuing plan of salvation is still b
revealed to us. Let’s allow the Light to guide wsag
from the darkness and confusion of sin, and brspu
the place of calm where a child is laying peacgfuf
the manger.
