There are times in our life
when “the light comes on”,
“all the pieces fit together”, when “it clicks,” dryou
“get it”. However you would like to express it, \a#
have moments of profound insight, or understanding.
think this is what we read about in the gospel yoda

John the Baptist saw Jesus coming

toward him and said “Behold, the

Lamb of God, who takes away the

sins of the world.”
This was a moment of complete understanding fon.Joh
He “got it” and his years of waiting for the Medsiaere
over! Notice how John addresses Jesus: the Lamb of
God who takes away sin. John is focusing on the
essential element of Jesus’ mission: the deathen t
cross and Resurrection. Notice also that theseswaird
John the Baptist are the very words the priest aays
every Eucharistic liturgy. The priest holds up the
precious body and blood of our Lord, and says: §Tii
the Lamb of God, who takes away the sins of thddyor
happy are those who are called to his supper.”

When the Eucharist is held before our eyes, do we
believe that Jesus is the one who can heal uscagiyé
our sins? When we say “Amen; we are really sayihg:
believe.” Do we believe, or is receiving Jesushia t
Eucharist just a mindless action? When we realhkth
about what Jesus has done for us, it can be very
overwhelming. That’s why it's good for us to foous
the Passion of Jesus from time to time. To reallyp
over this section of the Gospel, and almost plage o
selves in the scene and try to visualize what Jssus
enduring “for me”, can be a profound experience.

So, on this second Sunday of Ordinary Time, we are
being asked a very basic, but important questiono V¥
Jesus for me? Is He my healer and saviour? Does Jes
give me reason to live and to hope for somethiegigr
yet to come? Or is Jesus some concept that's heuet
like some obscure theory? Hopefully when we gaze at
Jesus (especially in the Eucharist) everythingcksl?
