15TH SUNDAY IN
ORDINARY TIME

A good teacher always illustrates
her/his points with vivid examples – images that stay
with you. I think Jesus, once again, is showing us that he
is a good teacher. The parable of the sower would have
been easily understood by the people of Jesus’ time, and
is still easy for us to connect with in the twenty-first
century.

The seed, and the type of ground in which it is planted is
an analogy that shows us what can happen in our life of
faith. Only the seed that is planted in rich soil bears fruit.
If our faith has no roots, or if we allow the “thorns” or
“weeds” of sin to overtake it, then our faith dies away.
So, how do we provide “rich soil” for our faith so that it
can take root in our heart and grow? Primarily we need
to acknowledge that Jesus is the source of our salvation,
not us or our weak abilities. We cannot save ourselves,
but once we turn to the Lord, he can begin his healing
plan within us. The grace of the Sacraments is also
essential to our faith taking root in the rich soil of
Christ’s love for us; most especially the Sacraments of
Eucharist and Reconciliation. We need to go to Mass
(every Sunday and perhaps even more so) and take
advantage of the opportunity to unburden ourselves of
sin in Confession. When our faith is deeply rooted in the
kind of “rich soil” our rootedness in Christ will be a
strong foundation and a source of strength in time of
need.

The faith we received at our Baptism is a precious gift
that needs to be cared for and nurtured. Have you been
taking care of your precious gift, or is it like a plant that
is desperately in need of water and light? Allow Jesus to
be the source of life giving waters for you and the
Sacraments of the Church the light on your path.
