ORDINARY TIME
In the Gospel today Jesus uses
vivid images to describe the
kingdom of God: the treasure buried in the field t
pearl of great price, and the net which collect$ fi
of every kind. The treasure and the pearl are thing
so valuable that they are worth more than anything
else a person may own. The net, of course is the
means by which both good and bad fish are
collected. The good are saved, the bad thrown
away. All three images draw us to reflect on what i
is we value most in our lives. What is our treasure
that, once found, is worth all we can sell or tfade
What is the pearl of great price for which we would
sacrifice everything? Things, in the end, don’t mak
us happy, or give us peace. Power and position
usually are temporary and can sometimes cause us
to loose ourselves, rather than find ourselveslySad
some people spend their entire lives restlessly
searching, but, in the end, always coming up short.

Solomon, in our first reading, gives us a good
example. When asked what he wanted most, he said
that he wanted an understanding heart to distihguis
right from wrong. An understanding heart coupled
with St. Paul’s insight that “all things work foogd

for those who love God” can be for us the
“formula” or means by which we find our treasure,
our pearl. Seeking to love God first, and beingrope
to understanding his will can help us rid ourselves
of the things that are bad for us, and give us the
strength and courage to hold on to the things that
are truly good for us — the treasures God wants to
give to us
