ORDINARY TIME

In Matthew’s gospel,
why does Jesus say: “I
give praise to you,
Father, Lord of heaven and earth, for although you
have hidden these things from the wise and the
learned you have revealed them to the little ones?”
Why would God hide his message from the wise
and learned, and reveal it to children? What I think
Jesus is referring to here is the fact that we can
sometimes feel we are too “sophisticated” or too
“intelligent” to take seriously all of the teachings of
Jesus. How often have we heard people say that
they think the Church is out of touch, or not realistic
enough. There are also those who have been hurt at
some point or other in their life, and have allowed
themselves to become cynical in their approach to
God and those around them. It is not so much God
hiding his message, but rather those who either
don’t hear it, or hear it but decide to reject it.

The image of the child can be helpful for us. There
is a certain innocence, openness, and eagerness to
learn that a child naturally possesses. Perhaps in our
own lives we need to get back some of this
“innocence” or “openness” We might think that
we’ve been hurt once; we are not going to get hurt
again, or, I’ve prayed, and have received no
answers. A question we need to ask ourselves is:
what is it we are praying for? Just because we don’t
receive the answer we are looking for doesn’t mean
God has ignored us. Perhaps the answers lie right in
front of us and we have blinded ourselves to them
because we are “fighting” God rather than going
with him. A dependence on God is a good thing, not
a sign of weakness. A sense of openness and a
hopeful desire for healing can be a real gift to us
and offer us the chance to begin again. Lord, give
me the innocence of one of these little ones so that I
may serve you, and in doing your will find myself.
