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NINTH SUNDAY IN
ORDINARY TIME
Jesus says to us in today’s
Gospel: ‘Not everyone who
says to me ‘Lord, Lord’ will
enter the Kingdom of heaven, but only the one who
does the will of my Father in heaven.”

We can pray to the Lord and yet never get ourselves
to consider what God’s will is for us. This often
happens when our prayer consists primarily of our
telling God what to do. It is almost as if we say:
“Lord, here is what | need you to do for me today,”
or “Bless these endeavors of mine.” Our prayer, in
cases like this, is really a one way street ancree
not taking the time to listen to what the Lord kas
say to us. And, of course, when our relationship
with the Lord is like what | just described, we can
easily conclude that God has not heard our prayer
because he hasn’t given us what we asked for. It is
as if our faith is built on sand. When things come
our way that we don’t expect, or want, we fall apar
or ask: “How can God do this to me?” The faith that
is built on solid ground and the prayer that ables t
guestion: “What dgou want, Lord?” is a very
different kind of thing. In our first reading Moses
reminds the Israelites that they must take God’s
words seriously. We take this a step further ayd sa
that we must take Jesus’ words seriously. And if we
do this, we see how we are reminded time and time
again to trust in God, and to do the Father’s will.
Jesus did this perfectly and completely on thes;ros
and he asks us to follow his example.

A spiritual writer offers the image of floating &&s
swimming. He says that the great mystics of the
Church like St. Teresa of Avila and St. John of the
Cross experienced that the deeper one gets in
prayer, the more one lets God do, and the less we
do. We’re not to “swim” to God. He wants us to lie
still in the water and let his current take us vehiee
wills. Prayer evolves from what | am going to dw, t
what we allow the Lord to do for us. This analogy
of floating/swimming may seem too simplistic at
first, but when we really consider it, we see that
deeply profound and challenging. So, ask the Lord
to help you to stop fighting “the current” and go
where he leads you, even if you are not so sure
where it is leading.
