10TH SUNDAY IN
ORDINARY TIME

God’s way is certainly not our
way. We see this time and time
again in Scripture. In our readings today we see just
this kind of thing.  Abraham who was almost one
hundred years old (with his barren wife Sarah)
would be the father of a nation. How bazaar does
that seem? And then there is the calling of Matthew,
the tax collector. At the time Jesus lived, tax
collectors were despised because these people were
seen as “selling-out” their own people and working
for the Romans.

Yet Abraham was convinced that God would keep
his promise. St. Paul writes in his letter to the
Romans:

He did not doubt God’s promise in
unbelief; rather, he was strengthened
 by faith and gave glory to God and
was fully convinced that what he had
promised he was also able to do.

And of course, Matthew, this least likely candidate
for leadership in Jesus’ new Church was able to
become a powerful instrument of the Lord.

These examples from Scripture are important for us
as we continue on our faith journey. We must try
each day to follow God’s way, not our own. When
we do this Jesus will draw us out of ourselves, and
make us a new person- one formed in his image.
We might think that there isn’t much that the Lord
can do with us- that we are too far gone. This is
certainly not the case. And although we may see
ourselves as the least likely of candidates, the Lord
still says to us “Follow me.” Remember, Jesus
knows us better that we know ourselves, and he
realizes that we are in need of healing and support.
But if we really believe that God keeps his promises
and that God’s ways are not our ways, than we are
much more open to the new version that is being
shown to us. So, let’s not just rely on our own
ability to judge or evaluate a given circumstance or
situation in our life, ask Jesus, and he will give you
a new vision and more importantly, a new life.
