11" SUNDAY IN
ORDINARY TIME

Today we hear of the call of the

twelve apostles. They are listed

by name, and we know that Jesus called them by
name. When we look at these 12 individuals we can
see that they were probably the least likely of
candidates. What is it that Jesus saw in them, why
did he choose them? | think Jesus must have seen in
these men the willingness to trust. When we think
of discipleship we must realize that it is not soecim
about a particular person’s gifts or talents ashmuc
as it is about what the person will allow the Leod
accomplish through them. The apostles soon came
to the realization that if they relied on their own
abilities, they would quickly be lost. And although
they did falter from time to time, they knew tortur

to Christ for healing and direction, and they could
be effective leaders in the Church.

Because of our baptism, we too are called to be
disciples —followers of Christ. We are asked to
witness to our faith in the ordinary circumstances
our life. But, to be truly effective, we must stop
making everything about ourselves, and be about
Christ. Only in this way can we do our part to be
instruments of the Lord.

We might look at ourselves in the mirror and say:
why would the Lord ever choose me with all my
problems, hang-ups, sinfulness. Yet he has chosen
me because he sees in me the willingness to trust i
him. So, as disciples of the Lord, how do we sustai
ourselves each day? By praying this way: Lord,
help me to trust in you. Draw me out of myself so
that | can be the person you want me to be. Let me
know what you want, and give me the courage to
make my will become your will so that there is
really only one will within me. Make me truly poor
in spirit so that | may do your will each day.

Finally, on this day when we focus on the calllad t
twelve apostles — pray for vocations to the
priesthood. That those Jesus is calling will hesr h
word and willing to trust, say “yes.”
