APOSTLES

Today, as we celebrate the

Solemnity of Sts Peter and Paul, we are given ya ver
vivid picture of what it means to be a disciplethie
reading from the Acts of the Apostles we see hoterPe
is freed from his captivity despite the double akaised
by the soldiers! Paul, in his reflection on therggeof
his life (in his letter to Timothy) writes: “The ko stood
by me and gave me strength, so that through me the
proclamation might be completed, and all Gentiléghin
hear it.” Both Peter and Paul see that what theagwe
able to accomplish was not due to their own aegitbut
what God did through them.

In the gospel reading the disciples are asked stigne
by Jesus: “Who do people say that the Son of M2ih is
And they tell him what others are saying. Yet we get
this is really a set-up for the next, and more ingat,
guestion: “ But who do you say that | am?.” Thishe
one that matters. And Peter immediately respondsu“
are the Christ, the Son of the living God.” WhatePés
saying in this response is that Jesus really itiforthe
way to salvation — that there is no other way. deélsen
asks him to be the rock on which the Church will be
built. This does not happen until Peter first
acknowledges who Jesus is. Paul, in a very dramatic
conversion experience, sees that Jesus has somethin
mind that is very different from what Paul thouglet
should do with his life. Both Peter and Paul resadithat
God'’s plan was bigger than they were. And the more
they submitted to God’s will the more God woulddea
them places they could never have reached ondiir

We need to come to the same kind of understanding i
our own life. First we must be willing to acknowtgsl
that Jesus really is for us the only way to ouvas#bn.
Then we have to desire to do things God’s way oot
way. This will mean letting go of some things we
thought were important, and grasp hold of things th
might not make sense to us at first. This also méaat
we must embrace the cross, not run away fromsusle
asks us to participate in our own work of redempby
the continuation of the mystery of Calvary in uspur
own flesh. This is what Paul is referring to when h
writes in Colossians: “Even now | find my joy ireth
sufferings | endure for you. In my own flesh I filp
what is lacking in the sufferings of Christ for thake of
his body, the Church.”
