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THE FOURTH SUNDAY
 OF LENT

On the surface, the story
of the man born blind
seems a simple one: Jesus
performs a miracle and someone who saw only
darkness now sees the light. Yet, there is much
more here. What is most interesting are the
reactions of those who witness this event. In
particular, notice how the Pharisees react. They are
very threatened by what has happened, and try to
discredit Jesus and even the person who was cured!
The Pharisees may see things physically but from a
spiritual perspective they are blind. They are
spiritually blind because they are more concerned
with loosing their control over the people, then
acknowledging that a miracle has occurred. And so
they are not seeing what Jesus is showing them,
they are seeing only what they think is important.

In the first reading no one saw what God saw
regarding who the anointed king of Israel should be.
The prophet picks the young David rather than the
older and seemingly more experienced brothers.
God’s vision here was different than everyone else.
What does all this say to us? We need to ask Jesus
to cure our spiritual blindness. We need to see what
Jesus wants us to see, and not get confused by
focusing on what we think is important. So many
times we miss what Jesus is doing for us – the way
he sheds light on the darkness of our sins and offers
us healing. In these remaining weeks of Lent, open
your eyes to see the light of Christ. Don’t look at
things the way the world does – look at them with a
new vision: one that is filled with the hope of new
life and Easter joy.

Some suggested ways to live as a domestic church this
Lent:

·  Pray together as a family: grace before meals,
rosary, morning and evening prayer, reading
Scripture together.

·  Go to Mass on Sundays together and to the
Sacrament of Reconciliation as a family.

·  Fast and give alms to the poor. For example,
participate in Operation Rice Bowl, the Official
Lenten program of Catholic Relief Services.
Pray, fast, and collect extra change in a small
rice bowl. At the end of Lent, any money
collected will go towards agricultural
enrichment, water sanitation, maternal/child
health, microfinance and job training, and
HIV/AIDS programs.
