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THE FIFTH SUNDAY
 OF LENT

When we hear the story of
Lazarus, and how he was raised
from the dead by Jesus, we might

think to ourselves, lucky for Lazarus, and for his sisters,
Martha and Mary! They were friends of Jesus, he knew
them personally. Look what He did for them. This could
never happen to me or to someone in my family. So, on
this Sunday before Holy Week, why does the Church
call our attention to this story of Lazarus? Is it to ponder
the rarity of an event like this, or does this reading give
us hope? I like to think that this reading gives us hope
and offers us something to look forward to.

My Mom is dead four years this past February. She died
in her home, which was the place of which she was most
proud, after almost 2 months on hospice care. I consider
it a great privilege that my sister and I were present
when my Mom took her last breath, and opened her eyes
at that final moment, as if she had seen my Father once
again. I remember anointing my Mom a short while
before: the forehead and then her hands: “through this
holy anointing may the Lord in his love and mercy help
you with the grace of the Holy Spirit (that was while
anointing the forehead), “May the Lord who frees you
from sin save you and raise you up” (while anointing her
hands). And I remember saying to myself: Thank you,
Lord, for this honor. I wasn’t thinking: Oh, Lord let
there be a miraculous healing; let the brain tumor go
away, let my Mom sit up in this bed and speak to us. I
knew she was dying, and that her physical existence here
on earth was coming to an end. And yet I knew that
when the breathing stopped, something new had begun.
I couldn’t physically prove it, yet my faith let me know
that it was true. Why true? Because Jesus promised it –
He said it would be so! Remember what Jesus said to
Martha: I am the resurrection and the life; whoever
believes in me, even if he died, will live, and everyone
who lives and believes in me will never die. And Martha
replies: I have come to believe that you are the Christ,
the Son of God, the one who is coming into the world.
Notice she says: I have come to believe. Her experiences
and her faith have taught her this truth.

We hear the Lazarus story again, not because we want to
focus on how fortunate the people were who physically
knew Jesus, but rather, to remember how Jesus, thru the
experiences of our own life; through the challenge
perhaps of dealing with the death of a loved one, showed
us that there is something more- that death is not an end,
but a beginning. I know that my Mom is happier now
then when she was lying in that hospital bed, and

my Dad is happier, etc, etc. “Lord, if you had been here
you could have done something.” We hear Martha say
this to Jesus; almost as if it were too late. Jesus was there
and he did do something. He was there when my Mom
died, and He did something at that moment as well.
Jesus is always there, especially at the toughest moments
of our life, and He does something – something
miraculous. He called the dead to new life, He calls
those buried in sin out of the darkness of the tomb and
into the light of a new day. And He reminds us that if we
believe in Him we will never die.
