It is this image from early Christianity that th@uwch
uses to talk about Easter and the Resurrectiapurin
celebration of the Paschal Mystery, we experience a
foretaste of that final day on which God's greatlovill
establish his kingdom forever.

In the context of this day and its celebration, latg
Holy Father Pope John Paul Il called the Church to
remember the Divine Mercy of God through which
Christ was raised from death. Divine Mercy Sunday,
then, reminds us that it is because of God’s getatnal
mercy that has promised a day of new creatiomal fi
forever Sunday. It is a day in which his divine oyer
will wipe away — forever- all sin, all sufferingl] a
sadness, all illness. As a celebration of Eastédm JPaul
reminds us that this day recalls God'’s great loxgch
is stronger than sin and death.

The Resurrection of Christ is the very miracle &fray
that has forever changed our destiny as God's aods
daughters. In Easter joy we recall that great rferand
its promise to us. In this celebration, we go fdttiving
God, and loving one’s neighbor and even one’s
‘enemies,” after Jesus’ example (Homily of PopenJoh
Paul Il on the Second Sunday of Easter, Divine Merc
Sunday, 2001).

Second Sunday of Easter, Divine Mercy Sunday
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SECOND SUNDAY
OF EASTER

St. Thomas is one of my favorite saints. He is easy
to identify with because he doubted, just as we do
from time to time. Thomas was a very practical
minded type of person. At another place in
Scripture, just before the passion, Jesus said,
“Where | am going you know the way.” This was a
spiritual statement about going to the Father, but
Thomas takes it literally and says: “Master we do
not even know where you are going; how can we
know the way?” Thomas asks a very matter-of-fact
guestion, but we can sense that he is also
experiencing fear at Jesus’ possibly leaving them i
the lurch.

And so this very practical-minded person who
seemed to love Jesus deeply hears of Jesus’ death
and begins to deal with the grief of his loss. The
other disciples tell of seeing Jesus — that he&ri
from the dead. The practical minded Thomas is not
willing to set himself up for disappointment, arad s
he demands proof. And Jesus appears before him
and offers that proof. Thomas is able to touch the

wounds on Jesus’ hands and side. Thomas’ touching

Jesus’ wounds becomes in a very beautiful way an
act of worship, and Thomas falls to his knees a
believer in the Resurrection. Thomas’ grief is
replaced with great joy. We might think that if we
had the opportunity that Thomas had, we’d be
strong believers too. Yet Jesus says : Blessed are
those who have not seen and believe.

Actually there are other ways to touch Jesus’
wounds that might not be so literal. Whenever we
give of ourselves in service to others, we are
“touching” Jesus. Whenever we hold firmly to our
faith through times of great suffering or trialdan
refuse to give up hope, we are touching Jesus’
wounds. Whenever we give honor to the real
presence of Jesus in the Eucharist, we are sdying t
words that St. Thomas said: “My Lord and my
God.” It is okay for a person to go through a perio
of doubt as long as the questioning eventuallydead
us back to Jesus.
