PREP CLOSING LITURGY AND
CROWNING OF MARY

Tuesday, May 6th at 6:30 p.m. the Parish Religious Education
Program will end their school year with a special Liturgy
celebrated by Monsignor Matz. At the close of the Liturgy, we
will honor Mary, our Blessed Mother, with our prayers and
crown her with flowers.
All parishioners are invited to this Liturgy !
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SEVENTH SUNDAY OF EASTER
As we enter into these last days of
the Easter season, we focus on the
Ascension and Pentecost, and how
they relate to the Resurrection. All three are very
intimately connected to one another. In the Resurrection
we see Jesus destroy the bonds of death, and rise to new
life. In the Ascension, which we celebrated this past
Thursday, we focus on Jesus’ ascent into heaven to sit at
the right hand of his Father, and we remember Jesus’
promise not to abandon his apostles. This promise is
fulfilled with the celebration of Pentecost, where the
Holy Spirit descends upon the apostles and fills them
with zeal for their mission of preaching the Gospel to the
ends of the earth.
       This Seventh Sunday of Easter is a kind of in-
between time – the time between Ascension and
Pentecost. Even the sequence of the readings today
might seem a little confused. The Acts of the Apostles
seems to be a sequel to Ascension Thursday, but the
Gospel reading is more of a retrospect, going back to
before the crucifixion. Jesus prays for his followers who
will remain in the “world” while Jesus is no longer in the
same “world.” The apostles will have to suffer for their
belief just as they will soon see Jesus suffer because of
hatred.
     But in this time between Ascension and Pentecost we
have described for us a beautiful event – one that seems
to be the establishment of a pattern or way of life
(moving forward) for this Church which is being
established through miraculous events of Resurrection,
Ascension and Pentecost. We read in the Acts of the
Apostles that the apostles returned to Jerusalem after the
Ascension and “devoted themselves with one accord to
prayer, together with some women and Mary, the mother
of Jesus…” They returned to the Upper room, the one
they had been in for the Last Supper, and the place
where they had fled in fear of being arrested. Yet now
they were back in this place – not filled with fear- not in
hiding, but rather, gathered in hope, knowing that Jesus
would now never abandon them. They prayed for
guidance, with Mary, in a very gentle way, encouraging
them to stay focused on her Son.
      This “pattern” of the early Church becomes a model
for us as we live out our profession of faith each day.
We gather in prayer with the members of our faith
community, and allow Mary to be that gentle guide to a
deeper relationship with her Son.
     The mission of the Church begun on Ascension and
Pentecost and continues in us, the faithful followers of
Christ in the twenty-first century, still very much in need
of guidance and the gentle example of Mary, our
Mother.
