PENTECOST SUNDAY

In the preface for Pentecost
Sunday we hear these words:
      Today we celebrate the great beginning of your
      Church when the Holy Spirit made known to all
      peoples the one true God, and created from the many
      languages of man one voice to profess one faith.

After the Ascension, the apostles were wondering how
they were going to do what Jesus had asked of them.
Would they be on their own? Or would Jesus be able to
fulfill his promise of remaining with them forever.

From the Acts of the Apostles we have a vivid
description of what happened “when the time for
Pentecost was fulfilled.” The apostles were
overwhelmed with a profound sense of being lived by
god. It brought them incredible joy, and filled them with
a desire to share their gift. One theologian describes
what it is like to discover this great love that God has for
us:

“This is the most beautiful moment of any
creature’s life: to know that one is loved,
personally, by God, to feel oneself lifted to the
bosom of the Trinity and to find oneself in the
flood of love that flows between Father and
Son, enfolded in their love, sharing their
passionate love for the world. And all of this
in one instant, without any need to think
about it or for words to say it.”

And so the Apostles, filled with this overwhelming sense
of God’s love – this Holy Spirit – are able to do things
they never thought they were capable of accomplishing
on their own! They moved forward confidently, at peace
deep within their hearts, because they knew for sure that
Jesus would never abandon them – they would never be
alone in their work of spreading the Gospel.

Everyone needs to know that they are loved, that
someone cares about them. Also, a person needs to be
able to reach out in love towards another. This can only
begin to happen when we are first confident in the
Father’s love for each of us. Today, as we celebrate the
birthday of the Church, let’s take great comfort in the
certain knowledge that we are loved by our heavenly
Father, and then, with confidence, witness to others this
great faith which we have received. We too, are filled
with the flame of the Holy Spirit, and are given the
opportunities to accomplish things we never thought
possible on our own.
