TRINITY SUNDAY

As we celebrate the Solemnity
of the Most Holy Trinity, we
remember that there is one God, three persons:
Father, Son and Holy Spirit. The dynamic between
the three persons of the Trinity is mystery, and a
matter of faith. Yet, when we try to comprehend
this great miracle, we see that the Holy Trinity is
primarily all about love. This is the dynamic force
between the Father, the Son and, the Spirit. Here’s a
way to look at this: God’s love for us, and his desire
to save us, brings forth the Son. And the love that
the Father and Son have for each other gives rise to
the Holy Spirit. It is this Holy Spirit that fills us,
and gives us the strength and grace to do what God
asks of us each day.

Every time we make the sign of the cross we invoke
Father, Son and Spirit. Yet, when we bless
ourselves, are we really conscious of what we are
doing, or is it something that happens without our
ever thinking about it? When we make the sign of
the cross we are orienting ourselves to God, to his
majesty and power. Benedict XVI writes:

The first article of Christian faith,
the basic orientation of Christian
conversion, is that God exists. We must,
therefore, learn again to understand
from God’s perspective what being a
Christian really means – that is,
believing that he is Father, Son and Holy Spirit.

We sign ourselves because we believe – because we
know that God exists, because we find comfort and
hope in God’s love for us. Our journey of faith
began with the words: I baptize you in the name of
the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit. It
is the same Triune God who sustains us,  and
ultimately calls us back to himself where we can
enjoy the fulfillment of his promise: eternal life
with him in heaven
