SOLEMNITY OF THE MOST
HOLY BODY AND BLOOD
OF CHRIST

Today, we focus on the very source and summit of
our faith: Jesus’ presence in the sacrament of the
Eucharist. This is the sacrament that binds us
together — gives us unity and identity.

In the Eucharist, we receive the body and blood of
Christ. Although the external appearance is ofdrea
and wine, we know that a miracle occurs when the
words of consecration are spoken by the priest. The
bread and wine become the body and blood of
Christ. It's not a “symbol” not a “representation”.
They are the body and blood of Christ. The
theological term for this miraculous transformation
is “transubstantiation.”

From time to time it is important for us to remind
ourselves of these principles which are so esdentia
to our faith, and to renew ourselves if we senaé th
we are taking things for granted. The Eucharistic
liturgy is the most important action of our parish
community. Although we can say that when we
come together in faith, we are the Body of Christ,
we know that without the Eucharist as our center,
we loose our “heart.”

On this great solemnity we are also reminded that
when we enter a Catholic Church we are in the
Eucharistic presence; and this should have anteffec
on our actions. We are not just entering an
auditorium or gathering space but rather, a sacred
place. We are also encouraged to spend time in
prayer before Jesus in the Eucharist, especially
during times of Exposition of the Blessed
Sacrament (in our parish on Wednesdays).

To acknowledge our need for Jesus’ presence in the
Eucharist is also to acknowledge our need for an
increase in vocations to the priesthood. Withoat th
priest there is no Eucharist, and without the
Eucharist there is no Church. Pray for vocations,
and find your strength to live each day in Jesus
Christ, the living bread that came down from

heaven.
