THIRTY-THIRD SUNDAY IN
ORDINARY TIME

Given our shaky economic times
we might look a little differently
at this parable and say that the
one who buried his money in the ground rather than
investing it did the right thing! Yet, we know thtis
parable isn’t necessarily about financial wealtimagh
as it is about the more important gifts we are igive

In just two weeks we will begin the season of Adyen
which is the start of a new liturgical year. Sineoe are
coming to the end of this Church year, the readstge
to focus more particularly on the end times. Iis thi
context we can see the parable of the talentsasa
about the final judgment — a setting of accountsthe
meting out of rewards and punishments.

In Jesus’ story three servants are given talengsfts:
The first two make use of them, and produce mbe, t
third, out of fear, buries his gift, and, at thaei of
“settling accounts,” hands it back to the masteaiming
nothing. From another perspective, the third sdrvan
could be seen as just hording or amassing his lwvéait
himself.

So the question we might ask ourselves when predent
with this parable is: What am | doing with giftathGod
has given to me? Maybe a question to ask befase thi
one is: What are my gifts and talents? Some pegiple
through their entire life never realizing or
acknowledging what has been given them by GodaOir,
person might sense that they possess talent, ltubf o
fear or insecurity, be afraid to make real use.dDthers
might miss the talents they possess because they ar
always looking at the talents or abilities of thaseund
them. They are trying to be someone other than the
person God is calling them to be.

So, if God asked you the question: What have yowedo
with the gifts and talents | have given to you? ¥Wha
would your response be? Would the response be; Well
you didn’t give me anything! Sadly some people khin
that they don’t have as much wealth or talent ashaam
person, and so in anger they “bury” what littleythieink
they have, and, figuratively speaking, themselvitls it}

Hopefully our response would focus on what we have
received, and this certainly is not just about jtals
possessions. In the end, | think that the reatfmyes in
realizing that we have been given gifts that veifitt

our Gospel values and our faith- our confident reetsi
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trust in God’s will and to realize that our reappmess
focuses on what is yet to come.

Some people may have worldly wealth, and comedo th
conclusion that in the end they did not possesthamny
that had meaning or that lasted. Others, on tHayr
seem to have little, but in truth, possess “weali&yond
imagining.”

Persons of faith are never asked to go through life
empty-handed. They are given the most preciou#ftsf g

— Jesus Himself. Let's thank the Lord for our gitsd
talents and at the same time acknowledge our
weaknesses, because they make us more dependant on
him.

Don’t bury your gifts, make use of them, not folfisa

reasons, but rather, so that each of us can bpifdad’'s
kingdom here on earth. And at the final judgmerd, w
long to hear the words: Come, share your mastey's |
