LOOK FOR SOME CHANGES AT
MASS
Recently, Cardinal Rigali has asked
NEY, all parishes to standardize the way that we
celebrate Mass. One of the changes here is
the reintroduction of the ringing of bells (3x)
during the Eucharistic Prayer.

The ringing of the bells at Mass began in
monasteries during the Middle Ages. Only choir k®on
attended the community Mass in the morning. Others
out in the fields followed the progress of the Mass
through the chapel bell. One event which occasidhe
increased use of bells around consecration timetheas
introduction of the elevation of the Body of Chiastd
the chalice containing Precious Blood around tteg ye
1200.

At one time, fervent Catholics walked from
church to church just to watch the elevation. 8Belére
rung to express elation that “Jesus is now herd’ain
present could look at him. Of course, at that fimest
of the Mass was prayed silently by the priest, with
back to the people who were standing in large
cathedrals. The bells provided the only way fer th
faithful to know when the consecration occurred.

As of October 7, 2008, the fifth anniversary of
his installation as Archbishop of Philadelphia, diaal
Rigali has directed that “[b]ells are to be runghes
consecration in all Masses in the Archdiocese of
Philadelphia” in an effort to enhance the celebrabf
the Most Holy Sacrament of the Eucharist whicthes t
source and summit of the entire Christian Life. Wik
gradually reintroduce the use of bells at the corad®n
to allow our altar servers (many of whom have never
experienced them at Mass) time to become confident
with their use.

Today we celebrate the
Commemoration of All the Faithful Departed. We
remember all those who have gone before us, and we
remind ourselves what the Church teaches us about
death. In the preface for a funeral liturgy we Hbase
words: In him who rose from the dead

our hope of resurrection dawned.

The sadness of death gives way

To the bright promise of immortality.
Because of Jesus’ death on the cross and his
Resurrection, we have been promised the gift ahate
life. This promise was first made at our baptisiaflis
why, at a funeral liturgy the priest wears white
vestments, the paschal candle is placed at theofdbe
casket and a white covering or pall is placed tiver
casket. And so for Christians, death is not an botla
beginning — the beginning of a new life in Christ.

Yet, when we think of the “faithful departed,” tleelso
arises the question of purgatory. Is this a rather
fashioned concept- something that was done awdy wit
at the Second Vatican council? The answer is “Aod

as one gradually comes to a deeper understanding of
their relationship with God through prayer, oneibego
see the significance of purgatory, and what a canitfo
can be to believe in it.

One spiritual writer, who initially had difficulty
accepting the doctrine of purgatory wrote:

But when | began to realize that purgatory is not
vengeance but purification and transformation, the
whole doctrine seemed not only acceptable but
necessary. Sooner or later we have to be madeedivin
we are going to love as we are loved, if not i ttie,
then certainly after death. Since most people ohoos
avoid the call to purifying transformation durinigi$
life, it seemed only logical that this call wouldve to be
faced later, since not sooner. The only alternativaild
be to remain untransformed forever, and that ig! hel

So purgatory is purification and transformationt God
exacting “his pound of flesh.” Pope Benedict writes:
Purgatory basically means that God can put the gsec
back together again... Purgatory strips off from one
person what is unbearable and from another the
inability to bear certain things, so that in eachtileem a
pure heart is revealed...

| believe that for some people purgatory can be
experienced in this life, for others, after de&thw this
all works in each particular life is a mystery o@pd
completely understands.

On this commemoration we entrust all our departed
family and friends into the loving hands of God,ovh
loved us so much that he sent his Son to saveraggh
the cross and Resurrection. We also pray for theegto
accept the opportunities the Lord offers us in@un
life for transformation. And although we know thiaits
process may sometimes be painful, it eventuallydsri
us to the eternal peace of new life in Christ Jesus
