FEAST OF THE
DEDICATION OF THE
LATERAN BASILICA IN
ROME
Understanding our
celebration today
requires of us a bit of Church history. In the Ly
of the Hours we have this very concise description
of this feast:
The anniversary of the dedication of the Lateran
Basilica, which was erected by the Emperor
Constantine, has been observed on this day since
the twelfth century. This feast was at first obedrv
only in Rome but later in honor of the Basilica,
which is called the Mother Church of Christendom,
the celebration was extended to the whole Latin
Church. This action was taken as a sign of devotion
to and of unity with the Chair of Peter which, as
Saint Ignatius of Antioch wrote, presides over the
whole assembly of charity.”

One of the titles of the Holy Father along with
supreme Pontiff and Vicar of Christ is Bishop of
Rome. As Bishop of Rome he is head of the diocese
of Rome. St. John Lateran Basilica is the Pope’s
Cathedral, and his “Cathedra” or bishop’s chair is
located in this place.

Today we are reminded that our sense of “Church”
goes beyond our own parish, to embrace the
Universal Church. We remember and rejoice in our
unity with the Chair of Peter. We see that the
mission of the Church extends throughout the
world. The work of the Holy Spirit continues in all
of us and in all faithful people throughout the tgor
But first each of us must allow therd to fill the
“temple” of our minds, hearts and bodies, so that w
can do what Christ asks of us each day.
