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The parable of the king and the wedding feast f@sbn
seems obvious at first. An invitation is made, thaise
asked to come to the banquet refuse. Some evee abus
the servants making the request for the king! 8dthg
tries again, this time gathering people from of th
streets — the good and the bad. Those who refased t
invitation face death, those who accept receive the
bounty of this feast. So far, so good, right? Buwe
come to the tricky part: the man at the banquet was
not properly dressed in a wedding garment is throutn
into the street. What do we make of this? Whattlokd
king expect when people were brought in off theets?
What is so big about being properly dressed?

Perhaps the king saw in this one man who had ssd y
to the invitation a real lack of respect for whbeewas
and what this celebration was all about. The kalg f
that this “improperly dressed” guest was insultiisg)
son. Maybe the king saw in this that the man did no
have the right intention in being there, or wasame
way being unfaithful.

What does this image of the wedding garment mean fo
us? Sadly, we recognize that not every membereof th
Church is faithful (or there for the right reasadm)ould
be that Jesus is reminding the chief priest andrglthnd
us too!) that there are those who are invited wayo s
“no” to the invitation; but there are also thoseovdre
members who, for whatever reason, are unfaithfwmF
Jesus’ perspective the elders and chief priests veally
unfaithful members. We, too, might have fallen into
unfaithfulness to the Lord. Maybe we are enterivg t
“banquet hall” but forgetting why we are there. St.
Augustine, in one of his sermons, speaks of thedined
garment in a more figurative way. He says that it
represents “love from a pure heart, and from a good
conscience, and from an unfeigned faith.”

All of us are invited to be part of the Lord’'s feas
Jesus’ complete giving of himself in the Euchagisti
liturgy. We are given the freedom to choose. Wesan
yes or no. Hopefully, when we say yes, and enterdav
so with the right intention, and we strive to betlked
with the white garment — to be “clothed” with Chyiso
that we can fully share in the banquet, and acGeyut's
will as our own. Jesus himself is our only “adeguat
garment.” Let us be clothed with Christ and coneelfy

to the table.
