WHO IS ELIGIBLE?
As with all sacraments, the Anointing of the Sislai
liturgical and communal celebration. Thereforés ivery
fitting to celebrate this sacrament within the Earst,
the memorial of the Lord’s Passover.

The first grace of this sacrament is one of stieeging,
peace and courage to overcome the difficultiesgbat
with serious illness or the frailty of advancingead@his
assistance from the Lord by the power of the HglyiS
is meant to lead the sick person to healing okthd,
but also of the body if such is God’s will.

The Catechism of the Catholic Church says that the
following persons should consider being anointed:
1. those in danger of death from illness or age (not
only those in imminent danger of death)
2. those facing upcoming serious surgery (general
anesthesia)
3. those who have become frail due to advancing
age
4. those whose condition has become serious.
If someone was previously anointed and recovereéd bu
now faces a new serious illness or a worseninpef t
same condition, they can and should be anointed if
possible.

today Jesus says:

Repay to Caesar what is Caesar and to God what
belongs to God. What is it that is repaid to Ce@sar
Obviously it is a tax. The Pharisees, once agae, a
trying to trap Jesus into saying something they
could use against him. They were probably stunned
to hear the way Jesus answered their question. Jews
at the time would have resented having to pay any
taxes to the Roman Empire. Yet here is Jesus
saying: Pay the tax. Yet, the next part of the para
is the punch live: Give to God what is God’s. What
is it we should give to God? Well if we take
seriously what it is that he has done for us — that
God loved us so much that he sent his Son to save
us. Then we should respond by giving God our will,
obedience of the heart and the surrender of caur lif
In John’s gospel we hear these worda:this the
Love of God was made manifest among us. That
God sent his only Son into the world, so that we
might live through him.”

Our Salvation depends on our willingness to place
our lives in God’s hands. Giving to Caesar what is
Caesar’s isn’t nearly as important as giving God
what is God’s. Our hope of salvation depends on
God rather that Caesar!
