commandment in the law is the greatest?” he do@s so
an unusual way. To respond that “You shall love the
Lord, your God, with all your heart, with all yosoul,

and with all your mind” would have been the perfect
answer. And the Pharisees would have expected thesus
stop there, but Jesus doesn’t! He goes on to Hag: “
second is like it: you shall love your neighbor as
yourself. The whole law and the prophets depend on
these two commandments.” The surprise comes irsJesu
adding the “second law” and saying that this lawnte

as much as the first. The Pharisees would never hav
expected these two laws to be given equal weight, Y
when we look at this more closely, we see thatrénadly

is the driving force or basic intention for eveiythelse
that Jesus preaches.

T.S. Eliot says: “the last temptation that is theagest
treason, is to do the right thing for the wrongska”

Why do we do what we do in our lives? What is the
basic intention that motivates us, and gives us our
purpose? According to the two greatest commandments
our driving force should be our complete and tlaé

of God, and our love of neighbor as ourselves. When
Jesus “adds” the second commandment, he reminds us
that we have to show others that love of God igreéto
our lives. There is nothing worse than saying dregt

but doing another. Our love of God needs to mahifes
itself in how we treat others.

In the first reading from Exodus, God tells theatdites
that they shouldn't treat aliens poorly. He remititsm
that they were once aliens, and so they know wihiat i
like to be in that situation. The Israelites analtenged
to see clearly what God has done for them; tozeali
how much God loves them. In response to this God
wants his people to show others what love of Gatlyre
means to them. This encouragement from Exodus is
important for us as well. We, too, should be wilio
acknowledge what it is that the Lord has done #ortu
is helpful to look back over the course of our $\and
remember how we were saved or rescued, or how we
were pulled back from the brink.

Thomas Merton writes:

For perfect hope is achieved on the brink of
despair when, instead of falling over the edgefing
ourselves walking on air. Hope is always just altout

turn into despair, but never does so, for at the
moment of supreme crisis God’s power is suddenly
made perfect in our infirmity. So we learn to expec
His mercy most calmly when all is most dangerous,
to seek Him quietly in the face of peril, certcatt

He cannot fail us though we may be upbraided by
the just and rejected by those who claim to hoéd th
evidence of His love.”
