ORDINARY TIME

This Sunday we are presented
with another parable about a
vineyard. This one is darker
than the one we heard last week. The workers in
this vineyard (the tenants) are taking the produce or
“inheritance” from this vineyard selfishly for
themselves. Yet, in the end their selfishness gets
them nothing but death. The tenants are focusing on
themselves, rather than showing respect for the real
owner of the vineyard, and acknowledging that it
was because of him that they were where they were.
They seized what didn’t belong to them, and,
consequently chose the path that led to death. In
Isaiah there is a similar image presented to us:
Another vineyard analogy to show how the
Israelites squandered or took advantage of what
God had given them, which led to their arousing
God’s wrath.

Selfishness can be a “deadly” thing for us. And it
manifests itself in subtle ways. When it is not dealt
with honestly, it can lead to our own destruction.

Richard Rohr, a contemporary theologian writes:
“We only feel good about ourselves when we don’t
put ourselves at the center of the word and we only
feel right about what we are doing when we are
giving our lives away – when our lives are not
about ourselves.” This is the way of Jesus Christ
who manifested this perfectly on the cross. It is only
in loosing ourselves to Christ, that we gain our true
inheritance. When we take what is not meant for us,
we end up loosing everything.

Jesus is the Lord of the Harvest. When we place our
lives in his hands and give him the praise, respect
and love that he deserves from us, we will receive
his gifts in great abundance.
