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EXALTATION OF THE CROSS
In the Preface for today’'s Mass we
hear these words:

You decreed that man should be

saved through the wood of the

cross. The tree of man’s defeat

became his tree of victory; where

life was lost, there life has been restored
though Christ our Lord.

When we read these words we immediately sensathat
change has occurred: “the tree of man’s defeatrheca
his tree of victory.” At the time that Jesus livéige

cross meant death: it was a means of execution. Yet
when we gaze upon the cross we see it as a syrhbol o
life. This change of meaning happened when Jesds sa
yes to his Father in the Garden of Gethsemane and
submitted himself to the suffering and death of
crucifixion. But this story does not end with Good
Friday. There is another chapter — the most importa
one — Easter Sunday Morning. When we see an infage o
Christ dead on the cross, we don't think: whatans
Jesus tried but failed. No, that image points toething
else — to the gift of eternal life promised eaclhusfat our
Baptism.

In John’s Gospel mention is made of how Moses ok
seraph serpent and mounted it on a pole. The haryg t
that was plaguing the Israelites while they wertha
desert became the source of their healing. Thigéma
connects directly to Jesus on the cross. Jesugheok
sins of the world upon himself so that we might be
healed. Because of Jesus’ death and Resurrecteoarev
called to be people of hope.For the one who destioy
something as final as death, will certainly be dblgive
meaning to any challenges we might happen to face i
our own life. Jesus will always lead us to someghin
greater if we have the courage to follow him! Stsldo
as we are commanded in the words of that famousihym
Lift high the cross,
The love of Christ proclaim;
Till all the world adore
His sacred name.
