Although there isrtbed to
address the problem and “speak out to a person when
they are doing evil and have been warned by thd,Lor
as stated in our first reading from Ezekiel, there
importance in the way we approach the situatior Th
desire here is to help one another, or to assisesne
who might be in danger. And so, we are asked toury
best to work things out, keeping focused on thaitig
of the other person. Remember what the goal ig— no
conquest or self-righteousness - but rather healm
reconciliation. There are things we too might nted
learn in these situations, just as much as the othe
person.
